(80W~120W,+10) and Alba Mons (115W.+45). Efrain Morales Rivera's image captures the low-latitude cloud bands well. Inoue's image
records a hole in the clouds at the location of a volcano near Tharsis (80W~120W,+10). It is not noticeable in the image, but it is close to the

image seen with the naked eye.
