Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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The Arakawa image was taken from almost the same location as the previous day. I commented yesterday that there was a possibility of a
local dust storm, but today it was recorded brightly in the R and G filters, and it appears to have been a local dust storm (however, this is not
conclusive proof). It is also recorded in the Akutsu image. Since the shape is not clear, it is not possible to say for certain whether it is a dust
storm or not. Inoue's observation recorded a light spot to the northeast of the image, and when its position was measured, it matched Alba

(115W.+45). Clyde Foster's observation clearly shows low-latitude white clouds.
