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Today, Inoue and Ishibashi recorded a B image without any visible surface patterns. The apparent diameter became smaller, making it
difficult to take the image, but it was a valuable record. According to the image, the largest cloud cover was Tharsis (80W~120W,+10), and the
clouds were faint near GANGES (60W-70W, 0-+17). No clouds were recorded on Alba (115W.+45). Solis Lacus (W90;-28) was black, and
could be seen as a dark spot even with the naked eye. Arakawa's image recorded that the northern hemisphere was reddish, with no white

clouds.
