Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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The dusty conditions on the Hellas (275~315W,-30~60) side continue today, and the image from Takao records this. The observation
conditions are not good, but the situation was recorded. Vicent Gonzalez Cebria's observations show a clear NPC, and on the other side of
Syrtis Major (293W,+0~20), the NPC is clearly recorded. There is a cloud mass to the north of Nilokeras (50W,+30), but it is not noticeable.
A bright cloud is visible to the east of Aurorae Sinus (53W,-10).
